ESTIF releases market figures for 2010

Earlier this year, the 27 EU
member states submitted
their National Renewable
Energy Action Plans
(NREAPSs). After analysis,
these show that over the
next decade solar thermal
should grow at an average
rate of 15% per annum.

At Intersolar 2011, the European Solar Thermal
Industry Federation (ESTIF) released the latest
market statistics for the 27 EU member states
and Switzerland. Although the European solar
thermal market has again experienced an overall
decrease in 2010, it still remains above its 2007
level with a total of 2 586 MWth (3 694 940 m2) of
newly installed capacity.

ESTIF and its national associations are
ceaselessly stressing the importance of stable
financial incentive frameworks, as markets are
negatively affected by unpredictable financial
support policy. Stop -go cycles or deferment of
investment decisions have adversely affected
sales and undermined confidence.

In 2010 the estimated solar yield was 17.3 TWh, equal to a reduction of 12 million tons
in CO:2emissions thanks to solar thermal. With its annual turnover of 2.6 billion Euros,
the European solar thermal industry employs approximately 33 500 people (1 full time
job for 80 kW « newly installed capacity). Most of this turnover is concentrated in local
small and medium businesses selling, planning, installing and servicing solar thermal

systems.
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
