The location of Marseille, a Phoenician, 

Greek then Roman commercial port, 

traditional link bridging both shores of the 

Mediterranean has naturally inspired ESTIF 

and ENERPLAN to focus on solar thermal 

around the Mediterranean.  

 

Although solar thermal is a technology 

also efficient and cost -effective in northern 

and central Europe, the climate, solar 

radiation and heat generated in the 

Mediterranean area seem to offer the 

optimum conditions for solar thermal. 

However, the leading solar thermal 

countries of Israel, Greece and Cyprus 

remain the exception. In Europe, Spain, 

Italy and France have not reached mass 

market level and outside Europe the 

advance in some countries cannot hide the 

fact that the huge potential of solar thermal 

remains largely untapped.  

 

 

 

The ESTEC conference will devote as many as three sessions solely to the solar 

thermal Mediterranean markets:  

 

¶ A plenary session  will be dedicated to the whole Mediterranean area with two high 

level keynote speeches: one on the European southern markets by renowned 

market analysts from BSRIA, and the other on the emerging markets from Morocco 

mh Nnkd^r [r ma^ I[l^koZmhbk^ Gþ]bm^kkZgþ^g ]^ eÄ?g^k`b^ ŞIG?* JZkbl-based think 

tank) from a survey commissioned by the United Nations Environment program.
